These are the main transition events for Year 6 and involve all new students attending FCC for two days. 
They will take part in sample lessons and tour the school while getting to know all the essential areas of 
school life. Students will not attend their primary schools on these days and will need to be dropped off at 
FCC by parents as primary staff will be completing their own internal class handovers.
