	How was the Cold War fought? Proxy wars – Vietnam and the Middle East

	Key Knowledge
	The aim of this unit is to introduce students to the consequences of the First World War.

Students will look at the impact of the First World War on the USA, Germany and America. 

This will include: -The Roaring 20s -The Wall Street Crash -Creation of the Weimar Government -Hyperinflation -Creation of the British Union of Fascists. Students will decide what the biggest impact of WW1 was.
	The aim of this unit is to introduce students to the key battles of the Second World War and how life was affected on the Home Front.  

Students will determine how Britain became involved in their second world war within twenty years. 

Students will look at a variety of different events from the First World War, including the Battle of Britain and the evacuation of Dunkirk. 

Linking to the GCSE specification, students will also look at how the Second World War affected those who lived through the Blitz.
	The aim of this unit is for students to learn about the Holocaust and other genocides, exploring the relationships and the similarities and differences between them.

The intention is not to create a hierarchy of suffering or significance, nor to trivialise the Holocaust, but to give students knowledge and understanding of events, together with a framework within which to analyse patterns of genocide. 

This will build on their conceptual understanding of change and continuity, of cause and consequence, and of diversity, in turn allowing them to consider whether and how genocide can be prevented.
	The aim of this unit is for students to know how the Cold War developed following World War Two. 

Students will learn the differences between communism and capitalism and why both sides viewed the other with suspicion and hatred. Students will examine how the Yalta and Potsdam conferences led to a fall out in the Grand Alliance, culminating in great suspicion with the development of the atomic bomb. 

We will then look at how this sparked a nuclear arms race and how both sides tried to protect themselves – containment and expansion. This will allow pupils to understand the world in which we live today, the legacy of the Superpowers, relationships and the changing borders of Europe.
	This unit will examine how the Superpowers of the Cold War used other nations and conflicts to increase their own influence. 

We will start by investigating the Vietnam war and whether America was right to fight for an enforced democracy. Students will look at methods of fighting on both sides to determine why the USA struggled to defeat the Vietcong. We will also look at the impact of the war on America by examining how the war was viewed at home and abroad.

Secondly, we will investigate how and why tensions increased in the Middle East and the ongoing conflict between Palestine and Israel. Students will learn the roles of the Superpowers in this conflict, key moments in the history of the conflict, and ultimately gain a better understanding of current events in the area.

	Ways to support and extend student learning in this subject

	· Encourage wider reading where possible. This doesn’t need to be a text: it could be audiobooks, podcasts, newspaper articles, graphic novels, magazines. 
· There are a wide range of documentaries available on YouTube and the BBC about different events, people, ideas and time periods. Supporting your child through watching these documentaries can help them to develop a further understanding of the events and topics covered. 
· Engage in discussions with family members about the History being studied. Students often cement their understanding of the events and issues they are studying by explaining them to other people - ask them about any new content that they have learnt and try to get them to explain this to you.  Ask them tricky questions.
· If there is a film or TV programme available about the events that have been studied in school, watching these can support with the understanding of specific issues, events and help with a sense of chronology. Some of these will be available through streaming sites, such as Netflix, and through YouTube. 
· The biggest challenge students face with History is the sheer amount of content needed to be learnt. Produce flash cards, summarising learning regularly in bullet points and general recap exercises will support students with their retention of this knowledge.
· Check Google classroom for activities and homework’s.
· Visit relevant sites of local history, for example, your local war memorial, Soldiers of Oxfordshire Museum in Woodstock.
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
